Generator moving: The generator that supplied back
up power to the Forest Ridge Booster station is moving
to a new home. Forest Ridge is now fed by the new
Timberhill Water tank and does not need a booster
pump so the generator is moving to the Huckleberry
Booster station. This will supply back up power for the
booster station in the event of a power failure.

Water Service Information: The water department
only maintains the water main, the tap on the main and
the water meter. All parts of the water line are the
responsibility of the property owner including the
portion under the road surface.

Leaks: Leaks on the service line are also the
responsibility of the property owner and must have
repairs done promptly. Any water that passes through
the water meter will be billed to the customer. When
multiple customers on a single line are discovered it is
the property owner that needs to have the problem
corrected. This will require a new water service line
installation from the water main in the street and to the
current Authority standards.

Annual Leak Audit: In the May to June time period
the water department will conduct its annual water
system leak audit. This audit will discover water leak
in the system to help reduce the amount of unaccounted
for water.

Water Treatment Plant: An additional treatment

process will be added to the water plant this year in an
effort to treat the water more efficiently.
