Mayor Hockersmith reported that Shade Tree met last evening and had a lengthy and
productive meeting and he will see that Council receives a copy of the minutes when they are
transcribed. He went on to explain that they have embarked on a project to plant or have in place at
least 6 trees in empty tree cuts that currently exist in the Borough. Mayor Hockersmith stated that it
will be dependent on the availability of funds to meet the requirements of the tree vitalize program
where they have to increase the size of the tree cuts from their current size to 5 x 5 or 3 ft. by 10 ft. He
further stated that they did discover at the meeting that they can count the width of the brick inlays
along the sidewalk as part of the pervious surface so they may not have to go 5 x 5 on all the tree cuts
and where they have to they are going to make every attempt to use the grates like they have used in
front of the Presbyterian Church. Mayor Hockersmith stated that they continue to include the root
barrier as part of the installation requirement to avoid sidewalk damage wherever possible. The Mayor
further reported that the committee also appointed one of the members as a financial resource officer
to go beyond what is provided by grants or things like that to make solicitations to enhance the
program. President Lage stated that she is listed as being on the Committee but it is not a meeting she
can make so if anyone else is interested in participating as part of the Shade Tree there is an open spot.
Mayor Hockersmith also stated that the Committee needs to reinforce the fact that the property owners
are responsible for the cut around the tree and the Committee does everything above the ground. The
